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What can I do to make the remote learning experience more engaging for my students?
· Utilize a good quality headphone with microphone
·  Make sure lighting is in front of you 
·  Face the camera 
·  Keep objects/hands away from facial area 
·  Speak at a slightly slower pace, enunciating clearly 
·  Repeat key words or phrases 
· Check comprehension of the student 
· Utilize many of the same techniques that you would consider if the child was on-site in the classroom setting 
· Be able to screen-share 

· NOTE: Be certain that captioning is available on teacher, comments from other students, and supplementary resources
