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For the protection of all students, New York State Education Dept. and Center of Instruction, Technology and Innovation have safety procedures in place for any medications and/ or medical treatments necessary during school hours and include all Prescription and non-prescription (over-the-counter) medications such as topical ointments, cough suppressants, eye drops, and Oral medications such as Ibuprophen, Acetaminophen, and all herbal supplements.
All require the following:
1. The school nurse must have a written direction by the Licensed Medical Provider prescribing the medication and or treatment during school hours.  This must include:  student’s name, DOB, diagnosis, medication name, dosage, time given during school hours.
2. The school nurse must have a written request by the parent/ guardian for the medication

      or treatment as specified by the health care provider.  A verbal or telephone request is not acceptable 
3. The medication and or medical treatment supplies are delivered directly to the school nurse by the parent/ guardian, unless prior arrangements are made between the parent and school nurse.

4. The medication must be in the original pharmacy container; the prescription must match the written order from the Licensed Medical Provider.  Do not mix medications in same container, each separate medication requires a separate bottle.
5. The school nurse will count all medications upon receipt.   Parent/ Guardian is also requested to count medication and provide written notification of amount sent when sending to School Nurse.
6. Parents/ Guardians are responsible to notify the school nurse of any changes to school hours medications 

or treatments, including discontinuing .  All dosage or time changes require a new written direction from the Licensed Medical Provider.
7. Discontinuation of medication or treatment needs written notification by parent/ guardian or the Licensed Medical Provider. 
Parent are required to pick up all unused medications or notify the School Nurse to make other arrangements.

8. End of school year or program:  Parents/ Guardians are required to pick up all medications during regular school hours or contact the school nurse for other arrangements.  Medications cannot be stored over summer months unless student is attending on-site summer programs. If unable to pick up, mediation will be safely disposed.
9. Medications cannot be shared with anyone else
10. Only specific students with written “Self-carry and Independent Use” Attestations and permission by Licensed Medical Provider and Parent / Guardian can carry their medication. This is based on emergency need and is subject to School Nurse approval based on student’s ability to understand and safely use.  
These procedures are in place for the protection of all students.  Your cooperation is expected and greatly appreciated.   Any questions please contact the CiTi School Nurse at your child’s school.
